HERE AND THE WORLD

Our set design project for the exhibition “Here and the world“ is built from two constraints :

The exhibition made for the Swiss Museum of Architecture will move to different places, for the majority of
which remain unknown. Then we have decided to create a modular, easily transportable system.

The nature of the elements on show will vary according to the layout and organisation of the space and is the
reason why we have had to think about the spatial installation capable that is able to assimilate the diversity of projects
as a coherent whole.

With these two major constraints in mind we have had to imagine a system based on a modular game of construction
(like children’s building blocks), that is modular and adjustable within the given space.

This system will spread out and take different set-up in the different places (Basel, Paris, Lyon..)

We propose a autonomous set design where none of the objects on show will be hung or attached to the set’s wall of
ceiling. All the elements are simply placed on the floor or leaning against the wall.

The basic module is a Poplar plywood panel measuring 230mm by 170mm ; this element can be stacked, clipped
together, interwoven, interlocked and linked with complementary objects (bases, stacks of paper, table easels, etc).

Contrary to art shows or design shows, the subject of an architectural show can't be physically present. The
works that have been selected are shown via pictures, such as blueprints or photographs, and occasionally architectural
models. Our aim is to underline the materiality of these documents by presenting each image like an object, i.e. as stacks
of screenprinted posters or direct printing on the panels.

The various heights of these elements will give a rhythm to the space and propose different ways of interpreting and
reading the works.
